SAFETY RULES FOR TRAP, SKEET, AND SPORTING CLAYS

A) Carry your gun unloaded and with breech open.
B) Place only one shell in your gun and only on the shooting pad. Two shells are allowed when shooting
doubles
C) Do not close the breech until you are on the shooting pad.
D) While shooting handicap, do not stand more than two yards behind the shooter on the adjacent pad.
E) Do not move around or talk loudly so as to interrupt or annoy fellow shooters.
F) If you have a misfire, wait one minute before opening the breech. This will eliminate the possibility of a
hangfire and endangering you and fellow shooters. Always dispose of the defective shell properly.
G) Equipment and Ammo: 1) 12 gauge is the largest gauge to be used.
2) Loads shall not exceed 3 Dram equivalent.
3) 1 1/8 oz., and 7 ' are the largest and heaviest shot size permissible.
H) ANYONE found shooting under the influence of Alcohol or Drugs will be evicted and membership will
be revoked.
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
