2009 KTA Eastern Zone Trap Shoot

Powder Creek hosted the annual KTA Eastern Zone Trap Shoot
this year for the first time since 2005. The event was held the
weekend of 6 and 7 June. Despite windy conditions, some im-
pressive scores were posted. Nearly 80 shooters participated in
the singles event on Saturday, with 41 shooters for the handicap
event and 33 doubles shooters on Sunday.

Don Budd of KCK won the handicap with a 97 from the 27 yard
line, and won HOA with a score of 383 out of 400. Pat Farring-
ton and Budd tied for top score in the singles event with 196 out
of 200. Ron Beach won the doubles event with a 95 after a
shoot-off with Farrington, James Cox, and Ed Alft.

Powder Creek AIM/SCTP youth team members Tiffany Chap-
pell, Noah Goza, and Seth Hartman all took home trophies.
Tiffany was “High Lady” in the singles event, Noah won Junior
classification in both the singles event and in the doubles event,
and Seth won Junior classification in the handicap event.

Other notables from Powder Creek “regulars,” Phil Gehrt ran
100 straight in the 2 100 of the singles event, Ed Alft tied for
the top score of 95 in the doubles event, and Tim Bruggeman
tied with Doug Philpot for In-Zone “B” Class in the singles with
